PAPER FORMAT
The details of the paper format are described in the following subsections below.
2.1 Page setup (10 pt) (6 pt spacing above 6 pt spacing after)
The paper is formatted to place the main texts in a two-column paper on an A4-size page (21 cm × 29.7 cm) with top/bottom margins of 2.0 cm and left/right margins of 1.6 cm (print area = 17.8 cm × 25.7 cm). The margin sizes are shown in Table 1. The length of papers cannot exceed 4 pages, including figures, tables, and references.

2.2 Title, authors, affiliations, and keywords
The title should not be longer than 80 characters and be centered on the page. The lower case should be used for the title except for the proper names. The authors’ names and affiliations should be placed in a single space and center alignment. The title texts should be in 12 pt, authors’ names in 11 pt, affiliations in 9pt, and keywords in 10 pt.
2.4 Abstract
The abstract cannot exceed 150 words and its text should be single-spaced, justified on two sides, in 10 pt. The whole text must be placed in one column of 17.8 cm in width. Do not put a space between lines.
2.5 Headings

The primary headings are in 10 pt capital letters with a 12 pt space before and a 6 pt space after. Secondary headings are in lower case with 10 pt and a 6 pt space before and a 6 pt space after while there’s no space after tertiary headings. Headings are not indented and neither are the first lines of text following the heading indented. If a primary heading is directly followed by a secondary heading, only a 6pt should be set between the two headings.

2.4 Texts and indenting
Text is set in two columns of 8.5 cm width each with 8 mm spacing between the columns. All text should be typed in Times New Roman, justified on two sides in 10 pt. Never add any space between lines or paragraphs.

The first lines of paragraphs are indented 5 mm except for paragraphs after a heading or a blank line.
2.5 Equations
Number equations consecutively and place the Arabic numbers with the tab key at the end of the line, between parentheses. Equations must be in 10 pt and aligned to the center with a 6 pt space above and below each equation away from the surrounding texts. Equations should be cited in the text using the equation numbers, e.g., Eq. (1). Please refer to the example Eq. (1) below:

2.6 Figures and tables
For tables and figures (such as Table 1 and Fig. 1), their captions should be in 9 pt and aligned to the left. Please keep an empty line above and below each table/figure away from the surrounding texts.
2.7 References
2.7.1 Format (10pt) (6 pt spacing above)
References should be introduced in the text using the authors-year format, e.g., Mair et al. (1993); Ou (2006); and Soga and Chooling (2016).
2.7.2 Typography for references 

Last name, First name or Initials (ed.) year. Book title. City: Publisher.

Last name, First name or Initials year. Title of article. Title of Journal (series number if necessary) volume number (issue number if necessary): page numbers.
